The offer also valid for various add-on tours such as a four-day trip taking in the Living Root Bridges at Cherrapunjee in Meghalaya – known as the wettest place on earth – where  tree roots have been coaxed across the river hundreds of years ago by villagers to form natural bridges. The trip normally costs £300 per person but is £270 after the discount. The price includes ground transport, guides, driver, accommodation, all meals, activities and entrance fees to sites, and a 40 minute helicopter ride above rolling hills from Shillong to Guwahati for connecting return flight to Delhi.
