The price is £875 per person including internal return flights from Bogata to Leticia, accommodation, meals, ground transport and guides.
The operator is also featuring a new tour to Colombia’s undeveloped Caribbean islands of Providencia and San Andres  . This unspoilt island with its empty palm fringed beaches and slow pace of life is unknown even to most Colombians. Take a boat trip, go snorkelling or diving, horse-riding, or simply lie on the beach. A six-day Caribbean Chill-out tour costs £950 per person which includes all accommodation, ground transport and internal flights.
Travel the Unknown’s Lost City Trek is an adventure for the truly intrepid, featuring six days of hiking through jungle, walking through the Sierra Nevada of Santa Marta, passing via indigenous settlements, and wading through the Buritaca river, before climbing the thousand steps to the magical “Ciudad Perdida”. Bathe in natural pools and waterfalls, and sleep overnight in hammocks or campsites. Price for the eight-day tour is £950 per person including internal flights, ground transport, accommodation, meals on the trek, and entrance fees to sites.
