Starting in the plains of Assam, you will get up close to to the endangered Indian unicorn rhino  on elephant-back in Kaziranga National Park ,  before proceeding to Majuli Island, located in the heart of the Brahmaputra River, an island with its own unique character and culture. From Assam you cross into Nagaland, arriving in Kohima, the capital, and spend 3 days at the Hornbill Festival.  You will learn about Naga culture and customs, witness tribal song and dance, taste traditional Naga food and have the chance to wander the market stalls and buy Naga handicrafts and trinkets. You will also visit the World War II cemetery, commemorating those who died during the Japanese invasion of India. After the festival, head north through the tribal Naga villages of Mokokchung and Mon, before ending your trip with a visit of a tea estate in Dibrugarh, Assam, India’s biggest tea-exporting town.
Main highlights of this trip :  

- Elephant and jeep safaris in Kaziranga National Park;
- Majuli Island’s unique Hindu Vaishnavite culture;
- Rich tribal culture at the Hornbill Festival in Kohima, Nagaland;
- Tea estate visit in Dibrugarh, Assam.
