Besides jeep safaris, you will also get the chance to roam on elephant-back in Bandhavgarh, allowing you to get closer to the animals. You then board the train for Satpura, and transfer to the excellent Reni Pani Jungle Lodge. Satpura is one of India`s best-kept wildlife secrets. It is home to tigers, as well as leopards, deer, long-tailed langur monkeys and a host of birdlife. Finally, you head west to little-known Gir National Park in Gujarat, home to the only lions in Asia. Between game drives, you can also visit the nearby ancient Hindu temples. This is a wildlife adventure like no other. 
Main highlights of this trip :  
- Tiger-spotting in India’s prime national parks/tiger reserves;
- Elephant-back safari in Bandhavgarh;
- Walking safari in Satpura National Park;
- Stay in rustic jungle lodges;
- Spot the rare Asiatic lion in Gir National Park, Gujarat;

- Visit ancient Hindu temples in Somnath (close to Gir).
